The Oak Harbor Salmon Recovery and Enhancement program is in its fifth 
successful year,  initial funding for all of the required materials to build the two  
15 x25 foot floating salmon rearing pens was raised through the Puget Sound 
Angler (PSA) club, local businesses, and individual personal donations. Local Oak 
Harbor lumber suppliers, hardware merchants, and custom net builders located 
in Bellingham Washington were sourced to provide the needed materials. A 
volunteer working group constructed the floating, rollable pens prior to the arrival 
of the 30,000 Coho fry that are reared for approximately 4 months, after which 
time they are released into the Puget Sound to grow to adulthood in the wild.

Yearly maintenance and upkeep on the floating pen costs are provided through 
donations and continued volunteer work. One of the fund raising processes takes 
place at our local Oak Harbor ACE Hardware store, with the support and effort 
of the Ace Hardware public relations representative one month of the year our 
“round up to the nearest dollar” amount at the check-out counter allows the 
option for customers to donate to the rearing program. All donations are kept in 
a dedicated Salmon Recovery account through the Oak Harbor marina. Stainless 
steel hardware, un-treated repair/replacement lumber, salmon feeding utensils 
used by visiting residents, and saltwater corrosion control supplies are all items 
that the donations support.

I would personally like to thank 
the residents of Oak Harbor 
and Whidbey Island for your 
wonderful support of the 
Salmon Recovery Program, 
and to ACE hardware of Oak 
Harbor making the donation 
process possible.  The primary 
goal of our community 
program and efforts is help 
recover the low numbers of 
coho salmon returning to the 
Puget Sound, and to act as an 
“outdoor classroom” for the

of Whidbey Island, one of 
our children could potentially be the next Washington Department of Fish and 
Wildlife director, or Wildlife Commissioner, making a positive, common sense 
impact on the salmon resource we all love.

The Oak Harbor reared coho will return in and around the Oak Harbor marina 
each year starting in October through the middle of November, so be sure to 
study the waters of the marine area looking for small schools of jumping coho 
salmon, you could see some increased sightings of Orca Whale activity near the 
entrance of Oak Harbor’s marina and Penn Cove waters. During open salmon 
season recreational anglers will have a chance to catch a 10 to 15 pound adult 
coho.

The success of the Oak Harbor Salmon Recovery Program has been recognized 
by surrounding cities and had a positive impact; sister cities are now taking steps 
to start their own recovery and enhancement programs in their local waters. 
Oak Harbor is leading the way with lessons learned and helpful information 
from hatchery coordination, environmental requirements, and Fish and Wildlife 
resources. Our experience will speed up the process for other program start-ups, 
and help avoid delays.

Our Recovery and Enhancement program is hoping to be approved to rear 
Chinook salmon as well as coho, low Puget Sound Chinook salmon numbers are 
the primary focus and concern of the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife 
(WDFW). A contingent plan is ready to be activated in case the state has the 
courage to say yes to Oak Harbor and let the incredible residents of Whidbey 
Island add king salmon to our success story.

I want to make it clear that our program is NOT a salmon farm, short term rearing 
pens have been used for many years in the Puget Sound as short term containment 
facilities used to strengthen the number of salmon that survive to adulthood in 
the wild. The salmon recovery task force established by the    Washington State 
Governor recognizes rearing pens as viable, reliable, and a successful way to 
achieve salmon enhancement. One again I want to say “THANK YOU” to the 
people of Oak Harbor and Whidbey Island for your support!

Pink salmon fishing is hot! Pinks are being caught all around Whidbey Island from 
beaches and boats. Pink Buzz Bombs, pink wobbling spoons, and pink rubber jigs 
are getting the job done. Anglers are allowed to retain 4 pinks per person as long 
as pink salmon is the only species you have in possession, otherwise it is 4 fish 
total with the possibility of two coho being mixed in (be sure to check the state 
regulations and web-site). The pink saltwater run will start to slow in the second to 
third week of September then the pinks will be moving into the river systems to 
spawn. Get the fish now while they are chrome and the fillets are firm, be safe and 
be patient with fellow anglers, and as always GOOD LUCK out there!!

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Tokitae was captured on August 8, 1970 in Penn Cove. She was one of seven young 
whales sold to marine parks around the world from this roundup of over 80 orca 
conducted by Ted Griffin and Don Goldsberry, partners in a capture operation known 
as Namu, Inc. 

Five whales, including four baby whales, drowned during this capture. Orca have to 
come to the surface to breathe. The drowned calves had their bellies slit, were filled 
with rocks, and weighted with chains and anchors to keep their deaths from coming to 
the attention of the public. Three of the carcasses washed up on the shore of Whidbey 
Island in 1970. 

Tokitae was recorded to be about 14 feet long and 4-6 years old at capture, though 
witnesses say she was probably no more than 12 feet long and only 3-4 years old. She 
was sent to the Miami Seaquarium in Florida in September of 1970 to be a playmate 
for a young orca male named Hugo who had been captured in the Puget Sound in 
February, 1968. They were both from the same clan, the Southern Resident community, 
but no one knew that at the time. They constantly called to each other across the park 
until they were allowed to share a tank. Hugo died 10 years later, and she was alone.

The Lummi Nation, the Orca Network, and the Center for Whale Research campaigned 
for years to bring her home. Lummi carvers made a totem pole in her honor and took 
it all the way to Miami to protest her captivity. In 2019, as the campaign heightened, 
Tokitae was given a new name: “Sk’aliCh’elh-tenaut” for the indigenous village that 
used to be at Penn Cove.

An expert report in 2016 found that Lolita lived in the smallest tank of any orca in North 
America. She had no one to talk to, and despite being a member of a highly social 
species, was kept alone. She spent much of her time staring at the wall of her tank, 
according to the expert, Maddalena Bearzi, Ph.D. “Based on these observations and my 
experience with killer whales in the wild, the behavior displayed by Lolita…is certainly 
not indicative of a thriving animal or, for that matter, one kept in good care.”  Dr. Bearzi 
described her in a deposition as “almost catatonic” – when not performing for her food 
twice daily for paying customers.

Just when it was looking like she might be able to come home, she passed away 
August 18, 2023 at the Miami Seaquarium, from sudden acute renal failure. As that was 
happening, her entire family was off the west side of San Juan Island in what these days 
is a rare gathering, with all three pods swimming up and down the island, socializing in 
a Superpod. This is often a social ritual to mark a significant event in their community, 
and many believed they were welcoming her home. 

“Toki is finally home, not the way we wanted, but her family seems to know she is with 
them once again in ways we may never comprehend.”- The Orca Network.

• On Sept. 8, 2012, a pair of Elvis 
Presley’s undershorts, which had been 
framed under glass, failed to sell at a 
British auction, though they’d been 
optimistically expected to go for more 
than $10,000.

• On Sept. 9, 1942, a Japanese sea-
plane dropped incendiary bombs near 
Brookings, Oregon, in the first such 
attack on the U.S. mainland. The 
bombs were intended to start a forest 
fire, but fortunately caused little dam-
age, due to wet conditions. Twenty 
years later, the pilot, Nobuo Fujita, 
visited Brookings in a gesture of rec-
onciliation and friendship.  

• On Sept. 10, 1920, F. Scott Fitzger-
ald published his first short story col-
lection, “Flappers and Philosophers.” 
In a copy he sent to editor and critic 
H.L. Mencken, Fitzgerald labeled four 
of the stories “worth reading,” one 
“amusing” and the remaining three 
“trash.”

• On Sept. 11, 1841, American por-
trait painter John Goffe Rand received 
a patent for the first collapsible tin 
paint tube. Until then, artists had 
to mix their own oil paints, storing 
leftover supplies in animal bladders 
tied with string. French artist Pierre- 
Auguste Renoir later declared that 
“without paints in tubes there would 
have been no Cézanne, no Monet,

Grandparents Day is Sunday, September 7 this year. It honors the 
important role grandparents play, recognizing the wisdom, guidance, 
and love they provide. The holiday is especially poignant for me as 
I write this because I attended a memorial service earlier this month for two very 
special people who became adoptive grandparents to my children when we moved to 
Whidbey many years ago. 

Our firstborn, a toddler then, had grandparents who were two and three thousand 
miles away. At that age, they were just nice people he talked to on the phone. But 
Granddad and Mémé (the French diminutive for grandmother I believe), which is what 
their grandchildren called them, were the nice people who lived nearby. We had met 
them a couple of years earlier while we were stationed in Lemoore, California, and they 
were looking forward to retiring in 1975 on this wonderful little island north of Seattle 
called Whidbey with a naval air station in a town called Oak Harbor. My husband and I 
hadn’t decided yet on our next duty station. We’d never been to the Pacific Northwest 
and thought “Let’s give it a try.” If it wasn’t to our liking it’d only be for three years or 
so. Arriving the Christmas week of 1976 and finding an eighteen-month wait to get into 
base housing we bought our first home. 

So over the highway and through the woods to Granddad’s and Mémé’s we’d go for 
our first holiday here, when the absence of relatives was especially felt. That continued 
for the next few years and in between they were there as needed, especially the night 
they watched our son when his sister was born at the naval hospital. A year later the 
Navy sent us to the east coast and then to Hawaii. Granddad and  Mémé kept in touch 
those seven years and saw to it that we got all the news “back home.” We returned in 
1988, retired not long after, and stayed.

Robert Liebeck aka Granddad, who retired as the Master Chief of Naval Air Station 
Lemoore in 1975, passed away in 2015. Charleen aka Mémé left us in May of this 
year. If not for them, we would likely have never discovered our version of paradise 
nor have so many wonderful memories of them. To say they are greatly missed is an 
understatement. 

Over the past several decades it seems that grandparents and grandchildren have 
gotten farther apart. My mother grew up with grandparents who lived across the 
hall. I grew up with grandparents who lived across town. My children grew up with 
grandparents who lived across the country. Fortunately, I lucked out with grandchildren 
who live less than 100 miles away.

With so many military children here on the island, it’s a good bet that many of them have 
long-distance grandparents. And with our ever-mobile society, many grandparents here 
likely have grandchildren who live far away. But that distance is only found on maps and 
not in the hearts of those who keep in touch on a regular basis. Back in my day that was 
done with phone calls, letters and video tapes. Grandparents and grandchildren can be 
even closer nowadays with video chats.

Sometimes though all that isn’t quite enough and there is still love to spare. So share! 
There are plenty of kids around in our neighborhoods, schools and churches who would 
welcome an adopted grandparent. Not only will the kids benefit but I guarantee your 
own self-esteem will rise several notches. 

How appropriate to find while writing this that the flower of the U.S. National 
Grandparents Day is the forget-me-not. A fitting symbol for honoring these special 
folks and appreciating their presence in our lives.  We’ll never forget Granddad and 
Mémé: our memories bloom with love.

Here are a few of the 30 medical categories that are now eligible for the longer 
authorization: cardiology, oncology, gastroenterology, pain management and 
pulmonary. 

If you’ve been getting community medical care and are subject to the need 
for frequent reauthorizations, contact the Community Care office at your 
closest VA medical center to ask how the new rule impacts the schedule you’ll 
be on going forward. Ask whether the new “year” began when your current 
authorization period did, or whether a new year begins right now. Get the 
answer in writing, if you can. Take the steps you need to, to guarantee that 
your authorization is indeed extended so you don’t discover at the last minute 
that there’s been a problem and that your file was overlooked.
